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Description

• Search e-mail messages in your Exchange Server 2007 mailbox 
that aren’t stored on your phone. 

• Users can utilize auto-completion to specify search fi elds, date 
ranges, and folders  — allowing them to access the information 
they need without returning to the offi ce. 

Scenario

Between meetings, Maria realizes she needs directions that her 
client sent by e-mail yesterday. She can’t fi nd the message on her 
device and searches her Exchange Server mailbox, entering the 
client’s name and “directions” as keywords. In a few moments, 
the e-mail message and map attachment are downloaded and 
displayed in the Search Results Folder.

Description

• Flag outgoing e-mail messages and change, clear, or 
     complete fl ags according to your e-mail message priorities. 
• Users receive useful reminders in the familiar style of the 
     desktop environment, creating a seamless link between task 

management both in and out of the offi ce. 

Scenario

At a client site, Carl has a few minutes to check his inbox. Among 
50 new items, he sees an important e-mail message from his 
boss and one from a potential new customer. He fl ags the 
messages so he remembers to reply later that day. On his way 
back from the visit, a reminder lets him know that he still needs 
to get back to his boss.

Description

• View e-mail messages with pictures, tables, links, 
     and formatting.

Scenario

Carl receives an e-mail message about an important new business 
deal with a price table and pictures of the trucks his company 
needs to buy, but by default only the fi rst 3 KB is displayed. He   
clicks on the “Get the rest of this message” link and a further 50 KB 
is downloaded, completing the message  without changing the 
scrolling view.
